Now as we begin a new year, it is time for reaedional
boaters to think about getting back on the water and enjoying
the many opportunities and rewards our marine environment
offers, said Captain Scott Evans, Chief of the U.S. Coast
Guard's Office of Boating Safety in Washington, D.C.

3 n spite of the diabdlical acts of the September 11" terrorist,
it isimportant that reaeationa boaters know their waterways
are safe and that they can play a big role in keeing it that
way. But times such as these require some tighter seaurity
measures for the upcoming baating season,® noted Evans.

aTyranny® Evans dedared, ds defeated by faith, resolve and
the absolute determination not to let anyone or any group
deprive us of our given rights to pursue life in a respedful
and legitimate manner. Asour President has dressed, we, the
American people, must and will pursue our career and life's

endeavors with vigor and enthusiasm.”

“Again let me stress’ Evans said, “reaeationa boeting is
safe - just as our highways, airways and railways are- and
Americans are determined to keep it that way. Yes, these ae
times when we must be more @utious and continually aware
of our surroundings, and we are. But more importantly, we
must not alow terrorist with their tyranny of hate to deprive
us of the value that our Country, its people and all its
resources offer: not just for ourselves but also to ahers from
acrossthe globe. So, lets use and enjoy our boats and get
out on the water. Its our privilege, it is part of our heritage
and most of all it isalegacy that ensures a quality of life for
our children's children.”

Evans emphasized, “Just being aut on the waterways you
too beme protectors and defenders. You seg you hea
and you can report suspicious activities. That makes it
extremely difficult for terrorists with their malicious agenda
to be successful. When you are on the water, report anything
that looks peadliar or out of the ordinary to local authorities
or the Coast Guard, ... but...please... in no way approach or
chal enge suspicious activities or individuals.”

SAFETY PRECAUTIONSFOR BOATERS:

Firg and foremost, make sure your baat is safe ad
that it meds dl safety requirements and regulaions. Making
sure that your boat hasa current Vessel Safety Ched isan
important first step. Your safety, and that of all your
passengers are very important to the Coast Guard. You can
arrange for aVessdl Safety Check of your baat by contacting
your local Coast Guard Auxiliary or Power Squadron.

Always scure ad lock your boat when not on
board. This includes while visiting marina restaurants or a
friends dock and aher pies. Never leave your baoat
accessbleto ahers.

Always take the keys to the boat with you.

When storing your boat, make sure it is saire and
its engine is disabled. If it is on a trailer, make the trailer as
immovable as posshle.

Do not stop or anchor beneath bridges or in the
channel. If you do, then exped to be boarded by law
enforcement officials.

Observe and avoid all seaurity zones.

Avoid commercial port operaion areas, espedally
those that involve military, cruiseline or petroleum facil ities.

DO NOT approach military, cruisline or escorted
commercial shipping: ke your distance Thereisa 100-yard
seaurity zone aound military, cruisdine ad many
commercial vessls. Violators face six years in prison and a
$25Q000 fine, not to mention a quick, determined and severe
Coast Guard response.

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Four M issng After Tugboat & Freighter Collidein Md.

Four members of a tugboat crew are missng and presumed
dead after a colli sion at dawn yesterday between a 19,000-ton
cargo ship and a @mnvoy of two tugbaoats towing barges on the
foggy headwaters of the Chesapedke Bay.

Twelve aew members were rescued from the @nvoy after
the acddent, which halted shipping traffic on a key route
between Baltimore and ports to the north and spilled 4,000
galons of diesd fue into the EIk River. The U.S. Coast
Guard isinvestigating the colli sion.

Witnesses sid the tugboat Swift, which was helping to
transport dredging equipment from Norfolk to Delaware,
capsized within moments of the crash. Divers gent most of
the day searching the murky, 45-degree water for the four
missng crew members, including the aptain.

Nightfall forced the Coast Guard, Maryland State Police,
Maryland Natural Resources Police and police divers from at
least three northern Maryland counties to halt the seach for
the day. Work was to resume this morning, but officials held
out little hope of finding survivors.

Authorities sid two crew members may have escaped the
Swift, but they had not been found. The two ather missng
men were probably trapped in the hull of the tug, which
bobbed on its $dein the middle of theriver.

On ether side was the freighter A/V Kastner, with a
cannonball-sze hale in its hull and a gash in its sted flank
above the waterline. The seaond tug, Buchanan 14, was
grounded neaby, and barges carrying construction equipment
floated on the water.

According to the Association of Maryland Pil ots, the pilots of
the freighter and the Buchanan 14 tug had spoken by VHF
radio and agreal to a port-to-port passng, with the freighter
staying on the north side of the river channel and the wnvoy
on the south. The vessls callided on the north side of the
channedl, the association said.

It identified the freighter pilot as Capt. Timothy M. Cober,
who has more than 29 years© experience as a bay pil ot.

A member of the Swift©s crew who escaped the tugold a
witnessthat he was in the engine room below deck when the
collision occurred but managed to scramble onto the dedk as
the 60-foat vessdl began taking on water.

"He was covered with desd fue. It was amazing he
survived," said Charlie Murson, a barge worker. The rescued
crew members were treded at area hospitals and released.
Their identities, and those of the missng four, could not be
determined last night.
