First Aid Kit 
 
First Aid kits can be assembled at home or bought at the drug store. The one you buy should be supplemented with the recom-
mended items not supplied with it. All First Aid kits should be modified for the size of the vessel, the area to be cruised, the 
hazards most likely to be encountered, and any special personal needs. If you have an allergy or are diabetic, make sure some-
one knows, in case of an emergency.  Keep your inhaler, glucagon, or epi-pen in an area where it can be located quickly. 
 
First Rule: The First Aid Kit must be accessible and each person should know its location.   
 
Container: The First Aid kit container must be plastic. If you assemble your own, a fishing tackle box or toolbox is a good 
choice. Metal containers wil l rust and cardboard will soak up moisture and become useless. Never lock the First Aid kit.  It is 
there for emergencies and should be re-stocked when items are used. 
 
First Aid Manuals or Guides: These materials can be obtained from The American Red Cross or other safety agencies. 

Check expiration dates and replenish items as needed. 
Have fun, be safe, and don’t panic.

Cotton Tip Applicators 
Tourniquet (for major bleeding)  
Safety Pins 
Ammonia Capsules 
Bandages: 2º and 4º  
Sterile gauze squares 

Eye pad and bandages 
Bandage roll s: 2ºand 4º  
Elastic Bandage 4º 
Tylenol /Motrin/ or Aspirin 
2 scissors: 1 pointed, 1 blunt end 
First aid spray, e.g. Bactine 
Benadryl: (May be used for an allergic reaction) 
Hot and cold packs 

Adhesive tape, Waterproof, 1º 
Band Aids, various sizes 
 
Additional Items If Desired 
Seasickness Remedy 
Anti-Diarrhea medication 
Antacid Preparation
